However, as the
morning progressed and uncertainty grew
regarding the power restoration and the
extreme heat, the Department made the
decision to close both BPS and Balaklava
High School (BHS).

Clear communication throughout the day
was crucial. | worked closely with Derek,
BHS Principal, to ensure that our messaging
was consistent. A big thank you to Derek for
his early work in contacting our Education
Director and writing posts for us to share.
Due to the power outage, we had no access
to our servers. An unrelated issue affected
our SMS communication server in Adelaide,
meaning we couldn’t send text messages to
families. We were however able to
communicate through our Audiri app.

If you did not receive our communications
on that day, and it wasn’t due to the Optus
outage, please check that the Audiri app is
installed correctly on your device. Make
sure you've added your child's class and, if
relevant, their bus run. This event highlights
why it’s essential for all families to install
the Audiri app. If you're having trouble, feel
free to visit the office with your device or
call us for troubleshooting assistance.

Facilities Update

The first stage of installing a new air
conditioner in Room 7 is underway. This
requires temporarily relocating students
from Rooms 7 and 6. While this caused some
short-term disruption, it was an important
step toward improving our facilities. The
project will be completed in stages, with
most work scheduled during the holiday
break.

A key part of this project is the removal of
asbestos found in the horsehair ceiling
insulation of Rooms 6 and 7. Once we
confirm a date for this removal, we’ll notify
the community. Although it’'s not
mandatory, we strongly recommend staying
away from BPS during the removal process
for safety reasons. All Department for
Education staff are required to stay off-site
during this work.

The air conditioner in Room 6 is still
functioning, though only just. The
Department will look to replace it once it
completely stops working.

We ask that, if possible, can we please
continue using the loaned air conditioners
units until the holiday break, as our system
won’t be fully functional until installation is
complete. If you need your unit returned
earlier, please let us know, and we’ll make
arrangements. Thank you for your
generosity — these wunits have been
invaluable during the hot weather.
